Putting Phnom Penh and Takhmao City on Lockdown
in order to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19

Royal Government

= Having seen the Constitution of the Kingdom of Cambodia;

» Having seen Royal Decree No. NS/RKT/0918/925, dated 06 September 2018, on the
appointment of the Royal Government of the Kingdom of Cambodia;

* Having seen Royal Decree No. NS/RKT/0320/421, dated 30 March 2020, on the
appointment and reshuffle of the Royal Government members, the Kingdom of
Cambodia;

» Having seen Royal Kram No. NS/RKM/0618/012, dated 28 June 2018, promulgating the

Law on the Organization and Functioning of the Council of Ministers;

*= Having seen Royal Kram No. NS/RKM/0321/004, dated 11 March 2021, promulgating
the Law on Preventive Measures against the Spread of COVID-19 and other Severe and
Dangerous Contagious Diseases;

= Having seen Sub-Decree No.37 ANK-BK, dated 12 March 2021, on Health Measures for
Preventing the Spread of COVID-19 and other Severe and Dangerous Contagious Diseases;

= Having seen Sub-Decree No.57 ANK-BK, dated 31 March 2021, on Administrative
Measures for Preventing the Spread of COVID-19 and other Severe and Dangerous
Contagious Diseases;

= Based on the necessity of Combatting and Preventing the Spread of COVID-19

Hereby decided
Article 1

To temporarily put Phnom Penh and Takhmao City on lockdown for 14 days effective from
12:00 am on 15 till 28 April 2021 in order to ensure the effectiveness of controlling the spread
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of COVID-19 in Phnom Penh Capital and Takhmao City and to prevent the further spread of
COVID-19 to other areas.

Phnom Penh Capital and Takmao City shall be considered a single geographical location that
shall be under lockdown.

Article 2

During lockdown, individuals are prohibited from going out of their home or current residence
if unnecessary except for the following circumstances:

Travels to perform work or employment or business activities in lockdown
locations, which are not prohibited in Article 3 and with a work
permit/certificate issued by the concerned workplace, business or the nearest
competent authority;

Travels to buy foods, groceries or basic necessities from shops/businesses
allowed to operate by the competent authority. For these travels, only two
people maximum per household, three times per week at most and within their
residential district/khan shall be allowed. Khmer ID or other ID cards shall be
brought along;

Travels to hospitals, health centres, maternities, treatment facilities or
pharmacies for medical reasons within the lockdown areas. The travels for
medical reasons within the lockdown areas shall be permitted by the authorities
implementing the lockdown measures, allowing no more than 4 people per case
and shall strictly adhere to health measures especially mask wearing and
physical distancing;

Travels to present oneself before health officials for sample collection and
COVID-19 testing and scheduled COVID-19 vaccination within or outside of the
lockdown areas;

Travels to perform an activity in public interests or other necessary purposes as
requested or required by a public authority;

Individual sporting activity within their residential area that does not involve a
gathering of more than two people;

Travels by diplomats, staff of foreign embassies, United Nations agencies,
international financial institutions, international organizations and international
Non-Governmental Organizations along with work certificate and ID cards;
Travels by journalists along with work certificate and ID cards;

Entry and exit travels to lockdown areas by air that comply with provisions and
health measures in force; and

Other urgent and necessary travels permitted in advance by a competent
authority implementing the lockdown measures

In all the above-mentioned exceptional circumstances, every individual shall be required
to wear a mask and keep a physical distance and adhere to sanitation and temperature
screening.
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During lockdown, employment, professional and business activities that are not basic
necessities shall be prohibited with the following exceptions:

Activities by public institutions and armed forces. However, the concerned
institution shall limit the number of staff to a minimum in order to ensure the
sustainable functioning of the institution. Head of the institution may decide to
suspend any unnecessary work as apparently required;

Factories, enterprises, handicrafts or food and grocery processing facilities
including slaughterhouses that produce basic necessities;

Activities pertaining to provisions of public service, including fire service,
electricity and water supplies, rubbish collection as well as rubbish-solid waste
transportation;

All online employment, profession and business activities;

Deliveries/supplies of basic necessities, including goods shops, wholesale and
retail markets, organized groceries supermarkets and shops, marts and
restaurants and canteens selling takeaway, petroleum and gas stations or
suppliers of other daily necessities permitted by a competent authority;
Supplies of basic necessities, including emergency service, health and pharmacy
service, post-telecommunication, bank and financing service, and other basic
daily services permitted by a competent authority but shall be subject to limited
number of staff;

Guesthouse and hotel services;

Delivery services serving in the lockdown areas;

Entry-exit goods transportation or transit transportation services serving the
country’s socio-economic sectors; and

Employment, profession or business activities permitted by a competent
authority

In all the above-mentioned exceptional circumstances, every individual shall be required to
wear a mask and keep a physical distance and adhere to sanitation and temperature screening.

Article 4

During lockdown, any meeting or gathering of people shall be prohibited except for the
following circumstances:

A gathering of family members in the same household or sharing the same
residence;

A funeral permitted by a competent authority;

Gathering of people and health workers aimed at implementing health
measures, such as sample collection for COVID-19 testing and COVID-19
vaccination and other gatherings of health workers performing emergency work;
and

A gathering of competent authorities, all levels of forces performing security and
public order duties



(Unofficial Translation)

In all the above-mentioned exceptional circumstances, every individual shall be required to
wear a mask and maintain a physical distance and adhere to sanitation and temperature
screening except for family members in the same household or residence.

Article 5

Any travel permitted in Article 2 of this Decision shall not be allowed between 20:00 pm to 5:00
am except for urgent and necessary medical and family travels, transportation of goods, work
performance in public interests, travels to and from performing work at enterprises,
establishments or businesses exempted to operate as stipulated in the following Paragraph and
in other necessary circumstances permitted by competent authority.

Every public enterprise, private establishment or business location permitted to operate in
accordance with Article 3 of this Decision shall suspend from 20:00 pm to 5:00 am their direct
customer service except for emergency, health, pharmacy, petroleum, hotel and hothouse and
other necessary services permitted by a competent authority.

Entry into and exit from lockdown areas shall be prohibited except for travels to perform
emergency functions, necessary and urgent public services, security and public order duties,
delivery and other necessary services permitted by a competent authority.

Article 6
To establish a National Committee to Manage and Lead the Implementation of the Lockdown
Measures, abbreviated as C.L.D with the following composition:

In urgent cases, the chair of C.L.D has the right to invite dignities representing other concerned
ministries and institutions to attend a meeting or provide advice as required.

C.L.D may establish sub committees as deemed necessary by decisions of the Royal
Government as proposed by the chair of C.L.D.

C.L.D shall have an executive committee as its secretariat in charge of implementing the
lockdown measures.

Article 7
The National Committee to Manage and Lead the Implementation of Lockdown Measures has
the following duties:
= Set out detailed measures or instructions aimed at ensuring the effective
implementation of lockdown measures and control the spread of COVID-19 in the
lockdown areas and prevent the disease from spreading to other areas;
= Set out policies and measures to support and safeguard victims and vulnerable people
during lockdown;
= Provide support to the Executive Committee of C.L.D in liaising with concerned
ministries and institutions with a view to ensuring smooth and effective implementation
of lockdown measures;
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= Implement other necessary measures as assigned by the Head of the Royal
Government; and

= Regularly report to the Head of the Royal Government on results and challenges facing
the implementation of lockdown measures

Article 8

The Board of Governors of Phnom Penh and Board of Governors of Kandal shall be designated
as the Executive Committee, which is the Secretariat of the C.L.D, to take charge of
implementation of the lockdown measures in accordance with this Decision. This Executive
Committee shall be led by Governor of the Board of Governors of Phnom Penh on general
matters and with the Governor of the Board of Governor of Kandal as vice chair in charge of
lockdown in Takhmao City area.

The Executive Committee of C.L.D shall have the right to establish certain necessary working
groups to ensure effective implementation of the lockdown measures within their jurisdiction.
Ministries and institutions shall assign their representatives to lead and/or participate in the
working groups as requested the chair of the C.L.D Executive Committee within their expertise
and responsibility in order to ensure effective implementation of the lockdown measures and
control of the spread of COVID-19 within the lockdown areas and to other areas.

The Executive Committee of the C.L.D has the right to use the stamp of the Phnom Penh
Municipal Administration in the performance of their duties.

Article 9

All regulations concerning administrative measures aimed at combating and preventing the
spread of COVID-19, issued prior to the entry in force of this Decision and which are not
contrary to this Decision shall remain effective and enforceable until otherwise replaced by
other newly issued regulations.

Article 10
Any provision contrary to this Decision shall be abrogated.

Article 11

Minister in charge of the Council of Ministers, Minister of Economy and Finance, Minister of
Interior, Minister of National Defence, Health, Minister of Justice, all ministers and heads of
institutions shall implement this Decision in their capacity from the date of this signature
onwards.
